ITINERARY:

DAY 1: Saturday, September 17, 2011 Moncton - M ontreal - Paris

All pilgrims will receive a convocation letter one month prior to departure specifying the exact meeting point at
the Moncton (N.B.) airport. The tour leader from our agency (Voyages Inter-Missions) will be there to greet you
and will give you practical information to ensure that the pilgrimage goes smoothly.

Airline: Air Canada, destination: Paris with a stopover in Montreal. Overnight flight with meals, beverage service
and movie.

DAY 2 : Sunday, September 18, 2011 Paris
Arrival at the Paris CDG international airport. After customs and baggage retrieval, you will be transferred in the
comfort of a privately chartered bus to the Kyriad Hotel where you will stay for three nights. (hotel website:

DAY 3: Monday, September 19, 2011 The great Pa ris monuments

Guided tour of the great monuments of Paris in the comfort of a private bus with our professional tour guide.
Mass at the Chapel of the Miraculous Medal (rue Du-Bac). A stop is planned to admire the Eiffel Tower as well
as additional stops in other well-known locations that have made Paris one of the great capitals of the world.
Back to the hotel for supper. Evening free to enjoy as you please.

DAY 4 : Tuesday, September 20, 2011 Basilica o fthe Sacred Heart of Paris

Morning spent in Montmartre at the Basilica of the Sacred Heart and surrounding area. Visit of the Basilica
Notre-Dame des Victoires and meeting with a nun who will tell you the story behind the devotion to Notre-Dame
des Victoires. Free time for the rest of the afternoon in the area of the Notre-Dame de Paris Cathedral, to get
better acquainted with the sites or shop for souvenirs. Back to the hotel for supper. Evening free.

DAY 5: Wednesday, September 21, 2011  On the fo otsteps of Saint Therese of the Child Jesus
After breakfast, travel to Lisieux (a 2 1/2 hour ride). Registration for two nights at L’'Ermitage Ste-Thérese.
Short orientation tour. Free afternoon and evening.

DAY 6 : Thursday, September 22, 2011 On the foo tsteps of Saint Therese of the Child Jesus

A professional guide specialized in the spirituality of Saint Therese of Lisieux will take us on a tour of all the
sites reminiscent of the « Little Therese» : the Carmel, Les Buissonnets (the Martin family house) and the
Basilica erected to the glory of the « greatest female saint of modern times » .

A visit to some of the Normandy Landing beaches and its Museum in Bayeux are also on the program for the
day.

DAY 7 : Friday, September 23, 2011 Mont St-Mich el (Saint Michael’'s Mount)

Travel to the Mont St-Michel (a 2 1/2 hour trip). Mass in the church of the abbey with the Jerusalem Community
(a monastic order called Fraternité monastique de Jérusalem, in France). Following mass, free time for lunch
and shopping until 16h00. Departure for Cholet (3 hr trip). Supper and free evening.

DAY 8 : Saturday, September 24, 2011 St-Lauren t-sur-Sévre et Puy du Fou
After breakfast, departure for St-Laurent-sur-Sévre where we will visit the Basilica of Saint-Louis-Marie Grignon
de Montfort, where we will pray on his tomb. From there we will continue on to Puy du Fou, a well-known
amusement and theme park where we will spend the whole day: www.puydufou.com

Back to Cholet for the night.

DAY 9 : Sunday, September 25, 2011 Travelingto Lourdes

Full day of traveling to Lourdes, height of our pilgrimage (an 8 to 9 hr bus ride with a number of stops along the
way). Various activities will take place during the trip (e.g. movie, conference, prayers, singing and music).
Upon arrival in the “Town of Mary” towards the end of the afternoon, we will register at H6tel Bon-Pasteur
(Good Shepherd Hotel) for a 3 night stay. The hotel is located within 350 meters of the sanctuary (10 minute
walking distance) on the shores of the river Le Gave. Many of the rooms have small balconies with a view of
the mountains. Following supper at the hotel, we will take part in the evening Torchlight Marian Procession

Lourdes is one of the largest Marian sanctuaries in the world and definitely the best organised and structured
among all of our destinations. Every year, between 5 and 6 million people visit Lourdes! Wherever one goes on
the grounds of the sanctuary, one is struck by the atmosphere of prayer and fervor encountered. As well as the
readily accessible information to find one’s way around.

DAY 10 : Monday, September 26, 2011 Lourdes

Viewing of a short video presented by the information office to introduce pilgrims to the history of the apparitions
and the sanctuary. Guided tour of the sanctuary. Mass. Lunch break followed by the Way of the Cross.
Procession of the Blessed Sacrament. Supper back at the hotel and Torchlight Marian Procession.

DAY 11 : Tuesday, 27 September 2011 Lourdes

Mass in the Grotto, followed by a visit of The Cachot and family home of Ste Bernadette Soubirous. We will also
go to the baths where it may be possible to be immersed in the water of Lourdes (depending on the size of the
line-ups). Supper will be followed once again by The Torchlight Marian Procession.

DAY 12 : Wednesday, 28 September 2011 Lourdes — Pa ris — Montreal - Moncton
Departure for the airport in Pau (1 hr ride) for a return to Moncton (via Paris and Montreal.)




What to know before you go

Currency : the Euro is the currency of France. You can bring major credit cards. Bank machines are
available and one can easily access money from their account.

Electricity : the voltage used is 220 volts AC. French sockets are usually 2-pronged, and foreign
made appliances generally require an adapter and converter.

Tipping : tips are an important part of earnings for your guides and bus driver, hotel personnel and
restaurant staff. The total amount varies on each trip depending on the number of cities toured, the
number of guides used, the number of times luggage must be handled, etc. Your tour guide will
provide information relative to each as you tour, but plan on spending a total of 75 - 90 euros for tips
on this trip.

Luggage : because of limited space on our motor coaches each person is allowed to bring one piece
of luggage to check in. The weight must not exceed 20 kg per person. Put an extra outfit in your
carry-on bag, along with your medicine and personnel items.

Clothing : make sure you have a good pair of walking shoes. Facecloths are rarely provided in
Europe so don't forget to bring one or two with you if you can’t do without them.

Public Telephones : plentiful. Most of them operate with a phone card.
Tips on Jet Lag : To help your body adjust to French time, you could try to sleep as soon as possible

on your flight and drink a lot of water to compensate for the dehydration that is common on long
flights.

CONDITIONS:

Cancellation Fees: If you should cancel your trip after payment of deposit, the amount of the deposit
will be retained. Should the cancellation be made between 45 and 30 days before departure, 50% of
the cost will be retained. For any cancellation requested within 30 days of departure, the full amount
of the package will be retained. Upon request, cancellation fees may be covered with cancellation
insurance (for medical reasons or in case of mortality only).

Cost increase in package trip and other madificatio ns: The cost indicated hereunder is based on
a minimum participation of 20 people. It is the price per person for double occupancy, calculated
according to the exchange rate on January 4, 2011. This cost is subject to change, should there be
fluctuations in the rate of exchange.

Passport: A Canadian passport is a must. The expiry date must be at least 3 months after the date
of departure.
